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Novas geracdes sdo mais frageis e mimadas?

Desde rétulos como "geracao floco de neve" até acusacdes como priorizar a compra de abacates e
ndo da casa prépria, as geracées mais jovens sao acusadas ha muito tempo de serem mais fracas, menos
trabalhadoras ou menos resilientes que as geracdes anteriores.

Este ndo é um fendmeno novo. Afinal, as pessoas se queixam das "criancas de hoje em dia" ha
décadas. Mas existe mesmo alguma verdade na nogdo de que os millennials e a geracdo Z sdo mais fracos
gue os baby boomers ou a geragéo X?

Evidéncias demonstram que as geracdes mais novas realmente apresentam, em maior grau, aquelas
caracteristicas que os mais velhos podem considerar sinais de fraqueza. Mas os especialistas também
acreditam que os baby boomers (nascidos entre cerca de 1946 e 1964) e a geracdo X (nascidos entre cerca
de 1965 e 1980) podem estar julgando as geragbes que os sucederam de forma muito severa, usando
padrbes de avaliacdo que deixaram de ser a norma ha muito tempo.

O contexto geracional pode ser fundamental para reduzir as barreiras entre as épocas, mas
menosprezar os jovens adultos é um instinto inato e estabelecido ha tanto tempo que podera ser impossivel
de ser desfeito.

As pessoas vém se queixando das geragdes mais jovens ha milhares de anos. De fato, menosprezar a
geracao seguinte pode ser simplesmente parte da natureza humana.

"A tendéncia dos adultos a depreciar o carater dos jovens vem acontecendo ha séculos", afirma Peter
O'Connor, professor de administracéo do Instituto de Tecnologia de Queensland, na Austrélia.

Ele indica que o estere6tipo permanece vivo e imutavel. Pesquisas demonstram que milhares de
norte-americanos acreditam que "as criancas de hoje em dia" ndo possuem certas qualidades que os
participantes associam as geracdes mais velhas - mas esse resultado n&o significa necessariamente que 0s
jovens atuais, na verdade, ndo possuem essas qualidades.

Os pesquisadores argumentam que nds projetamos nosso eu atual sobre o nosso eu do passado.
Com isso, as pessoas mais idosas estao inconscientemente comparando quem elas sdo hoje com os jovens
atuais, dando a impressdo de que a juventude encontra-se em declinio, ndo importando a década em que
vivemos.

No inicio de fevereiro, a guru britdnica do mercado imobiliario Kirstie Allsopp irritou as pessoas ao
afirmar que os jovens ndo conseguem comprar suas casas por culpa deles proprios. Allsopp, que comprou
sua primeira casa com ajuda da familia nos anos 1990, sugeriu que os pretensos compradores de hoje em dia
gastam dinheiro demais em “supérfluos”, como mensalidades de academia e Netflix, em vez de economizar
para a entrada de um financiamento imobiliario.

A declaracé@o de Allsopp foi 0 mais recente de uma série de comentarios marcantes sobre como o0s
jovens de hoje em dia ndo estdo preparados para fazer os mesmos sacrificios que fizeram as geracdes
anteriores, ou nao sao tdo determinados como foram seus pais ou avos.

Em 2017, o magnata australiano do mercado imobiliario Tim Gurner também sugeriu que 0s mais
jovens gastam dinheiro demais em torradas com abacate em vez de comprar a casa propria (embora os
precos dos iméveis em muitas partes da Australia tenham dobrado nos Ultimos 10 anos, enquanto os salérios
subiram apenas 30%).

Um ano antes, em 2016, a expressado "geracao floco de neve" foi acrescentada ao Dicionério Collins
da Lingua Inglesa para descrever os adultos nascidos entre 1980 e 1994 considerados "menos resilientes e
mais facilmente ofendidos que as geracdes anteriores". E ja se especula sobre a geracdo Z que se recusa a
trabalhar das nove as cinco ou questiona se é preciso permanecer no escritdrio em tempo integral - uma
repeticdo da imagem do "millennial mimado" dos anos 2010, que esta apenas comecando a sair de cena.

They can design lessons so that students learn some of the content independently
online and then follow up with face-to-face discussions in the classroom.

More efficient grading.

Online evaluations help teachers more accurately assess and track a student’s mastery of the material when
compared to traditional grading methods. For example, when students take a quiz online, the teacher is able to get
immediate results and the student is able to get immediate feedback.

Increased engagement.

Blended learning model courses have proven to be more engaging for students of all ages—from elementary
school to higher education. In fact, a study by the Center for Digital Education found 73% of educators who utilize this
model saw an increase in student engagement.

More student centric.

Blended learning is student-centered by design. By incorporating the online learning element, students have
more flexibility in when, how, and where they receive instruction. Students can access learning materials at their own
pace and take time to reinforce what they learned in the classroom. Unlike traditional teaching methods, a blended

model puts the student in control of their own learning experience.

Promotes autonomy.

In a recent study, 79% of students surveyed said they felt more autonomous in a blended learning environment.
This is largely due to the fact that blended learning requires a learner to be more active in their own education and
utilize goal setting and time management strategies to move through their coursework. Research also suggests this
model can help students develop stronger critical thinking and problem-solving skills.

What are the Disadvantages of Blended Learning?

While there are many upsides to a blended learning model, there are also some challenges that teachers and
students may face when dealing with the online learning component of this model.

Lack of IT training.

Teachers (especially those who aren’t tech-savvy) need the right training and support for online instruction, and
not every school is able to facilitate that.

Reduced supervision.

Adjusting to blended learning can be a challenge for teachers who have students requiring more one-on-one
supervision or who have less motivation in an online environment compared to a face-face experience.

Lack of resources.

Blended learning is only effective when it's supported by the right technology, equipment, and software.
Unfortunately, not every student has access to a computer and the internet.

Technology challenges.

There may be days when the internet doesn’t work, or when programs and software are down, and students are
unable to access their courses. This can be frustrating for many students, although these bugs are often fixed quickly,
and students are able to continue with their work.

Reasons to Use Translation in ELT

As anyone involved in ELT soon comes to realise, the profession is plagued by dogmatic opinions: you, the
teacher, must do this, but you must not do that!! Yet, when probed, these diktats often turn out to be mere opinion —
and not only opinion, but opinionated.

Among these insubstantial dogmas is one which has been ascendant and persistent for almost 150 years. This
is the widespread belief that a language is best taught through the medium of that language itself, without reference to,
or use of, the students’ own languages. So strong is this belief that in many ELT contexts it is not just a
recommendation but a law.

In this extreme monolingualist view, all of the many ways in which students’ own language might well be
profitably used — to explain, to comment, to establish relationships, to manage the classroom — are wrong. Yet there is
one bilingual activity which has been singled out as particularly villainous. This is translation. Although it continues to
be used in many contexts, in the mainstream ELT literature, at least until very recently, translation has simply been
dismissed on all of the following charges:

« it impedes acquisition and fluency

« it creates a sense of false equivalence

« it is academic and impractical

« it is dull and boring and old-fashioned

« it is alien to real language use and communication

« it is a sign of teacher laziness

* and students hate it!

So widespread and accepted have these views been that in many quarters they have been asserted without
evidence. So a problem for those, like me, who disagree with these charges, and regard translation as a valuable
pedagogic strategy, is that it is actually very hard to find coherent arguments to counter. The conviction that translation
is wrong has simply been taken for granted.

One of the oddest myths is that translation is an artificial academic exercise remote from real communication.
Authentic communicative translation — even if it is only the occasional odd word or phrase — happens wherever there
are speakers of more than one language with differential knowledge. Thus, there is translation in mixed-language
families, or in families whose home language is not that of the majority outside. Granny and Grandad may need a
younger generation to help them with filling in a form, and vice versa. And translation will be needed when relatives or
friends come to stay — even if it's only of a restaurant menu. Schools with a multilingual catchment translate
documents for parents and provide new arrivals with buddy interpreters. Any mixed language workforce is going to
need some translation. In our globalised economies there is translated information all around us: food labels, airport
announcement, subtitles. And all this before we even consider formal interpreting and translation; an activity on which
international communication still depends. In short, translation is a widely practised and needed communicative
activity.
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In this context, the implicit assumption of monolingual instruction that students are learning English only to
operate in monolingual environments is quite bizarre. A person who gets a job on the strength of their proficiency in
English will very likely be expected to translate for colleagues whose level of English is lower. It is a necessary and
authentic skill.

There is no evidence that translation impedes acquisition or fluency. This myth is unsubstantiated — though it is
often linked to the discredited belief in early second language acquisition theory (SLA) that exposure to meaningful
input is all that is needed, that conscious learning and explicit comparison of languages is ineffective, and that the
learner’s first language is irrelevant. Yet until very recently, there has been no SLA research on translation, and it
doesn’t figure at all in the SLA textbooks. So strangely, it seems that a field which prides itself on its scientific
credentials, and the rigorous testing of hypotheses, did absolutely nothing to assess one of the most ancient,
widespread and natural ways to approach a new language.

We live in a globalised multilingual world of multimedia communication across distances, cultures and
languages in which people need English but do not necessarily want or need to abandon their existing identity and
language. The old notion that one learns English to go to an English-speaking country and blend in unobtrusively with
a monolingual community, speaking English without reference to one’s own language, is simply both out of date and
undesirable.

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What to consider when teaching English in large classes

For many of us, our classes are larger than we would like them to be. They can present a number of challenges
that teachers of smaller classes are less likely to face. But what exactly do we mean by large classes? What
challenges do they bring, and how can we develop our own solutions for teaching English in large classes (TELC)?

Where teachers work in large classes today

Perhaps the two continents where teachers most commonly work in large classes are Africa (especially sub-
Saharan Africa) and Asia (especially the Indian sub-continent and China). As a result, we often associate large
classes with developing countries, where governments have often struggled to meet the millennium goals of 100 per
cent school enrolment, and may not have the money or the time to build new schools or train teachers.

This is not a uniform picture. In many developing countries, there are also teachers working in smaller classes
of fewer than 40 students, both in rural classrooms (e.g., Rwanda) or in towns and cities (e.g., in Bangladesh). Several
countries in Africa today have average class sizes well below 40 students in both primary and secondary schools (e.qg.,
Botswana).

Large classes are not unique to low-income countries. They can be found in almost any country in the world,
from free English lessons for immigrants in the USA, to classes for children in refugee camps in the Middle East. And
in most countries, students in university lectures can find themselves learning with many more than 40 classmates.

The challenges of working in large classes

While TLC challenges are shared with teachers of all subjects (including English language), TELC challenges
relate specifically to teaching and learning languages. They can be divided into two groups:

1. Practising language skills: We all know that to learn a language, we need to use it. However, in large classes,
it can be a real challenge just getting learners to speak English. Some may feel unwilling to talk together in a foreign
language, others may need help deciding what to say, and once we get them started it can often be a challenge to
manage the noise levels. Aside from speaking, we may also need lots more storybooks for reading practice and audio
equipment (e.g., CD players, and extra speakers) to practise listening skills.

2. Providing feedback to learners: To improve and learn from their mistakes, language learners need feedback,
and this becomes more challenging in large classes. The obvious example of this is marking written work, but we also
need to give feedback on speaking skills (both praise and correction) and help each individual learner.

Working toward solutions to classroom problems

In their webinar for the British Council on English teaching in difficult circumstances, Richard Smith and Amol
Padwad show how we can turn challenges into questions. They give the following example:

Problem: My students aren’t motivated to speak in English.

Question: What can | do to encourage my students to speak in English?

Once we have a question, we can begin a process of action research in our classrooms. By trying out different
ideas and reflecting on how well they went, we can find solutions or ‘work-arounds’ (temporary ways of dealing with a
problem). If we do this with our colleagues in a local context, it becomes a shared investigation that we can approach
from different points of view to find solutions that are appropriate to our culture and practical in our classrooms.

By searching for our own solutions, we also become independent, critical practitioners, no longer dependent on
‘imported’ methodologies that may have been developed in other contexts. It is important that we do not limit ourselves
only to ideas coming from ELT (English language teaching) in the UK or the USA, where classrooms are very different.
As part of a community of teachers who teach large classes, we can take ideas from both present and past language-
teaching approaches, and also ideas from mainstream teaching. We can look to our own culture and history, or even
classes in other countries around the world, via the internet, where challenges may be similar.

Examples of possible solutions for teaching English in large classes

What follows are a few ideas from different fields that may help you teach English in large classes effectively.
They are given as examples to inspire your creativity rather than offer definitive solutions. They include an approach, a
strategy and an activity.

A local solution: activity-based learning

Activity-based learning (ABL) was first developed in large classes in India, where it continues to be used in
some states today, making it a context-specific solution to the challenge of working with large classes. Within activity-
based learning, each child learns at their own speed through units of a syllabus, completing specific activities and then
a self-assessment task (supported by the teacher) at the end of each unit. The teacher may spend time each lesson
working with individual students or working with small groups while others are busy working on activities. Whole-class
teaching is possible, but not central to the approach.

Activity-based learning has several advantages. It allows all learners in mixed-ability classes to study effectively
and progress meaningfully. With training, learners can achieve impressive levels of autonomy, which reduces
classroom management challenges for the teacher. They can work on skills practice independently (especially reading
and writing to improve literacy skills), and even self-assess their own work, reducing the burden that the teacher faces
in marking students’ work. The potential advantages are impressive, although ABL does require more resources than
are typical in large classes and becomes increasingly challenging as classes get bigger.

A strategy for whole-class teaching: think, pair, share
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While learner-centred approaches such as ABL have dominated attempts to improve learning in large classes
over the last 30 years, we should also remember that carefully structured, teacher-fronted lessons can also be
effective, both in mainstream education, and language teaching, where research into large classes emphasises the
importance of students being ‘mentally engaged’.

One whole-class teaching strategy often used by effective mainstream teachers, but not so well known in ELT is
called ‘think, pair, share’. It can be useful when checking comprehension of reading and listening texts, and also when
checking understanding of new vocabulary or grammatical concepts. The teacher asks an important question, but
rather than accepting the first answer (which often comes from a strong student), the teacher says ‘think, pair, share’.
Students think silently for a few seconds, then they discuss answers to the question in pairs. The teacher then selects
a student to share their answer with the whole class. This strategy allows more ‘wait time’, letting students think and
then compare their ideas before responding. It can motivate weaker learners to answer, increase the likelihood of
successful answers, and if students are encouraged to discuss in English, it can also afford useful speaking practice.

An activity for writing practice: back translation

Although translation activities were ignored in Western teaching methodology for much of the 20th century, they
have often been used in large classes in many parts of the world. Today they are once more enjoying a revival in
popularity in the West.

Many teachers of large classes often speak their learners’ first language. This means they can use translation
not only for checking understanding, but also for language practice, writing and even speaking. However, for many
teachers of large classes, given the importance of exams and writing skills, translation is perhaps most useful to help
learners develop their writing skills without the need for correction from the teacher. This can be done using a
technique called ‘back translation’ or ‘reverse translation’, which comes from translation studies. It has four stages.
First, learners study the features of a model text in English. The text can be as short or as long as you like. Then, they
translate it into the mother tongue. Then, the original English text is hidden, and learners must translate their mother
tongue text back to English. Finally, they compare this text with the original English text and can note differences, self-
or peer-correct errors and even award marks if criteria are simple and clear.
